This total column of this table represents the aggregate total of individuals within the space of the basketball court that appear to have come to play basketball or are playing. Some may be engaging in competitive play, some may be sitting down waiting for the game to end so as to enter into a new game, and others may be shooting baskets by themselves or with their friends but not engaging in competitive play.  I recorded both men and women, so if a white woman was on the court, she was counted in the white category.  One would expect a majority of white students on the court because over 75% of the student body population is white.  White students were the majority presence (typically 80%-90% of those present) every time I recorded data, except on April 7 at 10:00pm.  This date was also exceptional because it was the only time I recorded Hispanic students. 
On two days, I recorded the ethnic makeup of each team engaged in competitive play.  The following chart shows this data.

Hispanic and Asian students do not tend to play pickup basketball, and when they do they typically do not engage in competitive play with their black or white peers.  Of the ten teams I recorded, seven where made up of all White players.  On April 7 at 10:00pm, only on one court were players engaging in competitive play.  The other White, Black and Hispanic students were waiting by this court for the game to end so they could play in the next one.  The Asian students were playing on the other court, but not in a game.  They were completely apart from the rest of the students and neither group of players seemed to have any intention of playing with the other.  In general, Black and White students play with each other; however every integrated team I recorded was composed of a majority of black players.  Asian students are not typically involved in competitive play.  Only one occasion did I record an Asian student engaged in competitive play on a team.
During an interview, I asked a White player to comment on the ethnic makeup of the pickup games.  He noted that there seems to be some segregation, but that this is simply because of being at Notre Dame.  He explained that “you come with your friends, then if you’re friends are your race [sic], it’s segregated.”  From this perspective, the basketball space reproduces the same ethnic segregation that exists outside of the space in the greater community.
